OPTIMIZE FOR SEARCH ENGINES

If your goal is to attract new customers through your website and your business has multiple services,
it might be beneficial to create a page for each. That way when someone searches for something

specific like power washing services nearby you’re more likely to show up in search results.

Instead of this: Try expanding your service pages:
e Home e Home

 Services » Residential Services

e About « Exterior Painting

o Contact « Power Washing

e Commercial Services
« Building Maintenance

e About

e Contact




MAKE IT EASY TO NAVIGATE

It can be tempting to get clever and creative when you’re
naming pages on your site. For example, maybe you want to
name your blog “The Handyman'’s Journal” or your about

page “Behind the Scenes”.

Don’t make people think. Instead, choose a short, simple,
extremely obvious title. For example, maybe your blog should

be... you guessed it! “Blog”.

There are a lot of great places to get creative on a website,

but usually naming your navigation isn’t one of them!



CONSIDER BUDGET & TIMELINE

If you have budget or time constraints for building your
website, reducing the number of pages is one of the best

ways to save time and money.

Try creating a phase 1 sitemap with fewer pages, and a phase
2 sitemap with pages you can add later. This can make
getting to the finish line a little bit easier and help you keep
forward momentum. Just make sure you’re still meeting your

original website goals from step one!
